Jesu our Lord. And grant, O most merciful Father, for his sake, that we may hereafter live a god-
ly, righteous, and sober life, to the glory of thy holy name. Amen. 

Officiant*: Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who desireth not the death of a sinner, but 
rather that he may turn from his wickedness and live; and hath given power, and commandment, to his 
ministers to declare and pronounce to his people, being penitent, the absolution and remission of their 
sins: he pardoneth and absolveth all them that truly repent and unfeignedly believe his holy gospel. 
Wherefore let us beseech him to grant us true repentance, and his Holy Spirit, that those things may 
please him which we do at this present; and that the rest of our life hereafter may be pure and holy; so 
that at the last we may come to his eternal joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The First Lesson: Proverbs 8:1, 22-36 

Doth not wisdom cry? and understanding put forth her voice? The LORD possessed me in the beginning 
of his way, before his works of old. I was set up from everlasting, from the beginning, or ever the earth 
was. When there were no depths, I was brought forth; when there were no fountains abounding with wa-
ter. Before the mountains were settled, before the hills was I brought forth: While as yet he had not made 
the earth, nor the fields, nor the highest part of the dust of the world. When he prepared the heavens, I 
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was there: when he set a compass upon the face of the depth: When he established the clouds above: 
when he strengthened the fountains of the deep: When he gave to the sea his decree, that the waters 
should not pass his commandment: when he appointed the foundations of the earth: Then I was by him, 
as one brought up with him: and I was daily his delight, rejoicing always before him; Rejoicing in the hab-
itable part of his earth; and my delights were with the sons of men. Now therefore hearken unto me, O ye 
children: for blessed are they that keep my ways. Hear instruction, and be wise, and refuse it not. Blessed 
is the man that heareth me, watching daily at my gates, waiting at the posts of my doors. For whoso 
findeth me findeth life, and shall obtain favour of the LORD. But he that sinneth against me wrongeth his 
own soul: all they that hate me love death.

The Second Lesson: Matthew 5:21-48 

Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou shalt not kill; and whosoever shall kill shall be in 
danger of the judgment: but I say unto you, That whosoever is angry with his brother without a cause 
shall be in danger of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, Raca, shall be in danger of the 
council: but whosoever shall say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell fire. Therefore if thou bring thy gift 
to the altar, and there rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee; leave there thy gift before the 
altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift. Agree with thine 
adversary quickly, whiles thou art in the way with him; lest at any time the adversary deliver thee to the 
judge, and the judge deliver thee to the officer, and thou be cast into prison. Verily I say unto thee, Thou 
shalt by no means come out thence, till thou hast paid the uttermost farthing. 

Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou shalt not commit adultery: but I say unto you, 
That whosoever looketh on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his 
heart. And if thy right eye offend thee, pluck it out, and cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that 
one of thy members should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast into hell. And if thy right 
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hand offend thee, cut it off, and cast it from thee: for it is profitable for thee that one of thy members 
should perish, and not that thy whole body should be cast into hell. It hath been said, Whosoever shall 
put away his wife, let him give her a writing of divorcement: but I say unto you, That whosoever shall put 
away his wife, saving for the cause of fornication, causeth her to commit adultery: and whosoever shall 
marry her that is divorced committeth adultery. 

Again, ye have heard that it hath been said by them of old time, Thou shalt not forswear thyself, but shalt 
perform unto the Lord thine oaths: but I say unto you, Swear not at all; neither by heaven; for it is God’s 
throne: nor by the earth; for it is his footstool: neither by Jerusalem; for it is the city of the great King. 
Neither shalt thou swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one hair white or black. But let your 
communication be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: for whatsoever is more than these cometh of evil. 

Ye have heard that it hath been said, An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth: but I say unto you, That 
ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, turn to him the other also. And if any 
man will sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, let him have thy cloke also. And whosoever shall 
compel thee to go a mile, go with him twain. Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would bor-
row of thee turn not thou away. 

Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. But I say unto 
you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them 
which despitefully use you, and persecute you; that ye may be the children of your Father which is in 
heaven: for he maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the 
unjust. For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye? do not even the publicans the same? 
And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others? do not even the publicans so? Be ye 
therefore perfect, even as your Father which is in heaven is perfect.
