In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection 
under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with the 
blessed Virgin Mary and all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage 
of your sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of 
all creation, the head of the Church, and the author of our salvation. By him, 
and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and  glory 
is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. Amen.

Therefore we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just 
as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might 
walk in newness of life. For if we have been united with him in a death like 
his, we will certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. We know 
that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be 
destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died 
is freed from sin.

Those who find their life will 
lose it, and those who lose their life for my sake will find it.”
